Burglars
steal safe
from pub
BURGLARS stole a safe
full of cash after breaking
into a Cambridgeshire
pub.

Police are appealing for
witnesses following the
incident at the Wheat-
sheaf pub on Great North
Road, Eaton Socon.

The burglary happened
between 11.35pm on
Thursday and 10am Fri-
day.

Offenders broke in
through a first-f loor
window and stole a safe
containing cash.

They also damaged a
fruit machine and stole
cash from inside.

Pc James Lee, investi-
gating, said: 6We would
like to hear from anyone
who saw anything sus-
picious in the area bet-
ween the times stated.
6We would also like to

hear from anyone who
may have information
about who is res-
ponsible.”

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A RETIRED teacher accus-
ed of sexually abusing
young boys more than 30
years ago is a 6totally
honourable and decent
man”, a court heard.

Michael Peacock, 67, denies
five counts of indecent assault
against three boys who were
aged 10 to 15 when the alleged
incidents were said to have
taken place in the 1970s.

Peacock, of Selwyn Road,
Cambridge, was a teacher at St
John’s College School, and
Cambridge Crown Court heard
evidence from former pupils,
parents and colleagues who
supported the pensioner.

Psychotherapist Susie Rein-
dorp, who sent three children to
the school, broke down in the
witness stand.

She said: 6It just feels to me to
be so bizarre and outrageous to

be here. He is such a kind and
benevolent man and I cannot
believe there is any shred of
truth in these allegations.”

One former pupil, Simon
Pugh, described Peacock as
6decent” and 6sociable”. Paul
Rathbone, who also attended
the school, said he would 6trust
him emphatically”.

Mr Rathbone said: 6Michael
played a significant role in
helping to shape my values.” He
added: 6At no time was there
any suggestion of inappropriate
behaviour.”

Simon Saunders, who has

known Peacock as a pupil,
colleague and friend, said: 6At
absolutely no time during the
past 31 years have I ever had
any reason to be concerned by
anything in his behaviour,
which has been entirely
appropriate and trustworthy.”

Ronan White, also a former
pupil, described Peacock as 6a
hugely important role model”
who 6instilled a strong sense of
fairness, responsibility and right
and wrong”.

Former pupil Ben Hardy
described the allegations as
6astonishing”, adding: 6There
was never any hint, suggestion
or insinuation of abuse.”

Ian Rushden, former bursar at
the school, said: 6I have never
seen him do anything or say
anything that I have found in
any way questionable. He is a
totally honourable and decent
man.”

The trial continues.

A CHARITY which supports
families of children with a
cleft lip or palate has been
given a helping hand by the
News’ community fund.
Press Relief has donated
£2,200 to Clapa-Cambridge
so it can buy much needed
equipment.
The award will fund a
professional video camera
for use by speech and
language therapists and data
storage on memory cards
and also audio visual
equipment at two
Cambridgeshire clinics to
allow children to practise at
home.

from the start and our
volunteers are dedicated to

give them emotional
support, minimising the
distress inevitably
experienced by parents at
the birth of a child with
cleft.”
